Year 3: In Science, we will be looking at Humans! 

This will include an exploration food groups, skeletons 
and muscles. The lessons will include lots of hands-on 
opportunities to carry out experiments 

Year 4: This term, we will be exploring Living Things 

and Their Habitats. The children will learn how 
scientists classify living organisms and understand 
key differences between vertebrates and invertebrates. 
They will also investigate the distinction between 
warm and cold-blooded animals, gaining insights into 
how these characteristics affect survival. Children will 
have the opportunity to practise using classification 
keys   to group and identify living things accurately. 
Furthermore, the children will study food chains, 
learning to identify producers, predators, and prey.  

 

  
Year 3: This half term in Maths, we will continue building on our 
knowledge of multiplication and division, deepening our 
understanding through a range of problem-solving activities. 
Following this, we will begin exploring length and perimeter, where 
the children will learn to measure accurately, compare lengths, and 
calculate the perimeter of simple shapes. We look forward to seeing 
their confidence grow in these areas 

Year 4: This term, we will be completing our Multiplication and 
Division unit, with a focus on column multiplication and                  
the bus stop method for division. Following this, we will             
cover area and perimeter, and before half-term, we will                 
begin our Fractions unit. This will include an introduction                 
to integers and mixed numbers, laying the foundation for deeper 
exploration of fractions later in the term.

We will be learning about the Romans! We 
are particularly going to focus on the impact 
that the Roman Empire had on Britain ï 
after all, we live right next to the A1! We will 
start by learning about what the Roman 
Empire was and when the events happened. 
We will then examine what Britain was like 
before the Romans arrived, the impact that 
the Roman Empire had on Britain, and then 
we will look at the changes we can still see 
today. 

This term, the children will extend their 
knowledge of numbers in French, 
progressing beyond 10. They will learn how 
to ask and respond to questions about age 
with increasing confidence. 
Additionally, we will explore the theme of 
óhomeô and where the children live. The 
children will develop their vocabulary and 
language structures needed to discuss their 
home environments, including the names of 
rooms. Building on this, they will learn how 
to describe the location of family members 
and pets within the home, enabling them to 
hold short, meaningful conversations in 
French. 
 

This term we will return to studying art, which 
I know the children really enjoyed in Autumn 
1. We will be looking at drawing this unit, and 
the children will learn about using a pencil to 
create lines, shapes, and values. 
 
  
 
  
 
 

In PSHE this term we will 
be focusing on 
citizenship in particular 
human rights, caring for 
the environment and the 
community. The children 
have really enjoyed our 
class discussions, and 
we hope to continue 
these.  

Year 3: This term in computing, we 
will be exploring the exciting world of 
spreadsheets. The children will learn 
how to input and organise data, apply 
simple formulas, create graphs to 
visually represent information, and 
interpret the data effectively.  
 
Year 4: We will be completing the 
Year 4 Coding unit. This involves 
looking at flowcharts, number 
variables and IF/ELSE statements.
