Children will be encouraged to use capital letters, full stop, finger spaces and their phonological knowledge to write sentences.

Please can we also ask that these books are returned to us by the following Monday, so that they can be reallocated to other children and your child can be given a new book.

Unfortunately, if your child’s previous reading is not returned, your child will not receive another book. 

We have officially learnt all the sounds that the children must learn in Reception! We will now be using these sounds to read longer words and new tricky words. 

We will also be reading and writing sentences.
During this half-term, we will be reconsolidating our knowledge of number bonds of numbers up to 10.
